(MSA) on behalf of its competitor Vodafone McLaren Mercedes, against decision of
the World Motor Sport Council dated 26 July 2007;

WHEREAS in a letter dated 2 August 2007, the MSA announced, on behalf of its
competitor VVodafone McLaren Mercedes, that the latter was withdrawing its appeal;

L EAVES the costs to be borne by the appellant, in accordance with Article 24 of the
Rules of the International Court of Appeal and Article 190 of the International
Sporting Code.
