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THE FIA AND THE OLYMPIC MOVEMENT

» The Olympic Movement is mainly composed by the International Olympic Committee (IOC), the
International Sports Federations (IFs) and the National Olympic Committees (NOCs).

The members are volunteers who represent the IOC and Olympic Movement in their country
(115 members, including a maximum of 70 individual members, 15 acfive athletes,
15 representatives of the IFs, and 15 representatives of the NOCs). The current IOC President is
Dr Jacques ROGGE (BEL - since 2001).

> FIA provisionally recognized (for 2 years) by the IOC in December 2011, as an /nternational
Sporting Federation.

> Creation of the FIA Drivers' Commission in December 2012 so that the recognition of the FIA
can be definitively rafified by the 2013 IOC Session (= General Assembly of the IOC members).

> The FIA is committed to respect the Olympic Charter and in particular:
* o establish and enforce, in accordance with the Olympic spirit, the rules conceming the
practice of its respective sports and to ensure their application;
* 1o ensure the development of its sports throughout the world;
» o confribufe fo the achievement of the goals set out in the Olympic Charter, particularly in
relation fo the ongoing development of Olympic Values and Olympic education.

> like the other IFs (FIFA, FIBA, etc.), the FIA has the following rights:
* o formulate proposals addressed fo the IOC concerning the Olympic Charter;
* 1o collaborate in the preparation of Olympic Congresses;
* o parficipafe, on request from the IOC, in the activities of the IOC Commissions;
» the sfatus of observer at the meetings of the IOC Executive Board.

> Cooperation between the FIA and the IOC

»  Sport and European Union

> Benefit for the ASNs: possibility of being recognised and of being granted financial aid by ifs
NOC and/or public authorities, at their discrefion

> Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS)

The CAS is competent to settle all appeals arising from the application of the
FIA Anti-Doping Regulations definitively.

> Signatory of World Anti-Doping Code since December 2010

The FIA acknowledges and accepts the World Anti-Doping Code as the basis for
the fight against doping in motor sport (at infernational and national levels)
