WHEREAS the Deutscher Motor Sport Bund (DMSB), appellant on behaf of its
competitor, Freisinger Motorsport, has announced the withdrawa of its appeal lodged
against Decision N°16 of 20 April 2002 taken by the Panel of the Stewards of the Meeting
in the event run at Nevers Magny-Cours from 19 to 21 April 2002,

WHEREAS the FIA representative does not oppose the International Court of Appea’s
accepting the withdrawal of the appeal, as the appea was not lodged in a dilatory manner
with aview to alowing, because of its suspensive nature, the competitor’s participation in
the event.
