DECISION   

 
FIA/ACO would like to clarify the fact that tape on bodywork to cover split lines is forbidden except in the following 
cases: 
 

- Adjust the level of cooling on the car (cockpit, brakes, power unit…); 
 

- Seal the windscreen, only for LMP2 (to avoid water penetration); 
The covering sticker needs to be identified and easily pealable by a marshal with gloves on. 
 

- Seal the lights, only for LMP2 (to avoid water penetration); 
 

- Cover the lifting device holes; 
This should still respect the technical regulations Art.17.10 for LMP1 H, Art.17.10 for LMP1 NH, Art.17.11 for 
LMP2 and Art.1005 for LMGTE; 
 

- To prevent fuel going underneath the bodywork around the fuel coupling connector (up to 500mm around); 
 

- Bodywork repairs following accidents, provided that the only function of the tape is to hold damaged parts 
together, subject to FIA/ACO officials approval. 
 

- Fix bodywork panels which cannot be fixed otherwise by mechanical means or which constitute a bigger main 
subassembly, subject to approval by the car manufacturer and the FIA/ACO officials.
