ON THESE GROUNDS, 
 

THE FIA INTERNATIONAL COURT OF APPEAL: 

1. Declares the appeal admissible; 
 

2. Upholds the appeal on the merits and quashes Decision No. 138 dated 30 
April 2022 of the Stewards of the Zuera Competition (Spain) counting 
towards the 2022 FIA OKJ European Championship; 

 

3. Orders the competent Sporting Authority to draw, as appropriate, the 
consequences of this ruling;
